Expectations and Rules of the Lab 

1. Students should only use equipment and materials as directed by the teacher or experiment procedures.  Students are not to “experiment” on their own.  

2. Students should not horseplay in the lab.  Please do not run, throw anything or squirt water at others.

3. Students should wear goggles at all times when told to do so by the teacher or lab procedures.

4. Students should not taste materials unless directed to do so by the teacher or lab procedures.

5. Students should not smell materials directly.  Students should waft fumes instead.

6. Students are encouraged to help one another but should not interfere with another student’s work.

7. Students should report unsafe conditions (spills or broken glass) to the teacher immediately. 
8. Students should not touch or handle equipment or materials that may be on the table until the teacher has reviewed all lab procedures and answered all questions. 

9. Students should start a lab only after they have read and understand the procedures completely.

10. Students should wash their hands and clean their workspace so that the lab set-up is re-stocked for the next class.

11. All other rules of common sense apply.

To ensure a safe learning environment for all students, those who do not follow these rules will not be permitted to participate in the investigation or laboratory.  Parents/guardians will be notified and the incident may be reported to the office.
